• If you receive a Wireless #EmergencyAlert take action & check local media:

• A hurricane watch means that hurricane conditions are possible within the next 48 hours. Know 
your evacuation route & listen to local officials  
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• A hurricane warning means that hurricane conditions are expected within the next 36 hours. 
Follow evacuation orders from local officials if given  

• Don’t put you or your family at risk; follow the instructions of local officials – and if told to 
evacuate, evacuate.  

• To keep up with your local weather forecast, monitor local media updates or visit 
www.weather.gov  

• Timely info on weather conditions like a hurricane can make a big difference. Sign up for local 
alerts & warnings. #PrepareAthon 

• Get your communication ON when the power's OFF by packing a hand-crank radio, solar or car 
phone charger & batteries. #PrepareAthon
