Most Frequently Asked Questions

(2004-2005 Hunting Season)

1.  When can I purchase my hunting permits at the Game Check Station?
21 August 04 and 28 August 04 from 0800 to 1600.  During September, starting on the 4th    permits may be purchased on Wednesdays and Saturdays.  Permit sale hours during the month of Sept. will be from 1200 to 1830.  

2.  How can I get a copy of the FAPH Hunting Regulations?

3.  What do I need to purchase a FAPH hunting permit?


Bring your original Hunter Education Certificate and State Hunting License ( copies will not be accepted) to the Game Check Station.  You will need to fill out an application, watch a safety film (unless you have already seen it), and pay a fee.  Permit fees are subject to change from year to year (see item 7 for fees).  The hunter education certificate is required for all hunters 12 years of age and older.  No Exceptions.  If you have an A. P. Hill Lifetime hunting permit you must still present your hunter education certificate, but you can get the new hunting permit at no cost.  If you still have a Fort A. P. Hill Hunting permit from last year (on your person), you will not have to present a Hunter Education Certificate to the Game Check Station personnel.

4.  (fictional dialogue) I have hunted here for 500 years and my first son was born on FAPH hunting trip.  I personally built the place and you are telling me that I need a Hunter Education Certificate to hunt here? Yes, Absolutely.   But I am a Hunter Education Instructor.  You still need a Hunter Education Certificate to hunt here.

5.  What Hunter Education Classes are acceptable? 


Hunter Education Classes from any state or USA holding, NRA safety classes (Safety classes- Not conceal carry permit classes), and any foreign safety classes that the VDGIF accepts.  If you are presenting a foreign safety course certificate, you must also have written proof from the VDGIF that the VDGIF accepts this class.

6.  Why is the Hunter Education Safety class required?


This is an Army regulation that applies to anyone hunting on Army lands.

8.  Why have prices increased again?


All monies received from the sale of hunting permits go into the conservation fund for use on the post.  In order for DMWR to staff the Game Check Station it has become necessary to charge a recreation fee, the recreation fee pays for staffing costs.

9.  When and where will the CA Briefings be held?


The Controlled Access Briefings and Examinations will be held in building 1648 at Camp Wilcox.  The dates that the briefings and examinations will be held will be August 21 and 28 2004.  The briefings and examinations will start at 10:00 in the morning and will last approximately 2 hours.

10. What is this that I hear about a Call-in Reservation Line?


 The Call-in line for Reservations is a phone system that allows you to reserve a hunting area a day in advance.  This system also allows you to reserve an area for you and two of your buddies.  The system goes on line at 1900 hours and continues to accept reservations until 2400 hours.  The number to call to use the reservation line is: (866) 247-6204,  this is a toll free number.
